RULES AND REGULATIONS

On an annual basis, the OHF Board of Directors shall approve the Rules and Regulations that shall govern the OHF Championships event.  

Minimum Suspensions for the competition shall be the OHF Minimum Suspension List for Minor Hockey as approved by the OHF Board of Directors.  This list is attached as Attachment A.  Please note that these are minimum suspensions. The Championship Series Governing Committee may impose stricter suspensions, where situations warrant such action.  
14.1 
CHAMPIONSHIP SERIES GOVERNING COMMITTEE 

The Championship Series Governing Committee shall comprise of the Tournament Governing Chair (as appointed by the Host OHF Division and approved by the OHF Board of Directors, who will act as Chair and one Division Representative appointed by each competing Division
The Committee will be solely responsible for the conduct of the Championship and will rule on all disciplinary/protest matters. Only the Chair of the Series Governing Committee shall make all press releases relating to disciplinary action and protest outcomes.

A written report of any disciplinary action shall be made to the President of the Ontario Hockey Federation (OHF) and the President of the OHF Division concerned by the Chair of the Series Governing Committee.

14.2 
CHAMPIONSHIP FORMAT

Each series will play a single round robin series. At the conclusion of the round robin series, two semi-final games shall be played with the second place team (home) playing the third place team (visitor) and the first place team (home) playing the fourth place team (visitor). The winning teams in the semi-final game shall compete in the Championship Game (winner – Gold Medalist and loser – Silver Medalist). 

In the Championship Game, the team who finished higher in the round robin series shall be listed as the home team.

14.3 
GAME REGULATIONS

All games will be played under official Hockey Canada Rules except as provided elsewhere in these regulations.

Note: There will be one 30 second timeout per team permitted in each game of the OHF Championships.

14.4 
PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

Each team must declare its roster to a maximum of nineteen (19) players, two of whom shall be registered as goaltenders, prior to the first game of the championship and except as noted below will be restricted to the use of only those players. Juvenile teams, in accordance with OHF Regulations, may declare the maximum of twenty-five (25) players including five (5) 20 year old players per team.  However, only nineteen (19) can dress per game.

Affiliated players will be eligible but must be numbered among the maximum of nineteen (19) declared players as per OHF Regulation D.

Each team roster must be verified and approved by the team’s Branch/Division Executive Director and each team must present its Hockey Canada Player Registration Certificates for inspection by the Chair of the Championship Series Governing Committee prior to participation in the series. Teams must complete the roster form provided in the Team Information Package and submit this to the OHF Office seven (7) days prior to the championship including Affiliated Players.

Each team may have a maximum of nineteen (19) players in uniform, which must include the starting goaltender and one (1) replacement goaltender, all of which shall be duly registered in accordance with Hockey Canada regulations. The players registered as goaltenders shall be eligible to participate as goaltenders only. The non-starting goaltender must be dressed and on the bench.

During the Championship competition a replacement may be permitted for a goaltender that becomes ill or injured or is under suspension. Such replacement shall be one of the goaltenders who have been designated by the Host Centre (a minimum of two (2) is required), as the standby goaltenders. In all instances the Chair of the Series Governing Committee must authorize the use of such standby goaltenders.

One back-up Goalie must be in attendance at all times while the second may be “on call”.

14.5 
DISCIPLINE
If a player or team official is ordered to the dressing room for the balance of the game, such person shall be subject to any further disciplinary action deemed necessary by the Championship Series Governing Committee.

In all cases, the OHF Minimum Suspension Guidelines for Minor Hockey, as approved by the OHF Board of Directors, shall be used as a guideline.

The Championship Series Governing Committee shall rule on all Match Penalties assessed during any game of the championship series.

The Governing Chair has the authority to grant permission for a suspended player to participate in closing ceremonies.

Any player or team official under suspension in his own Division shall not be eligible to participate in any game of the Championship Series until the required number of games or time has elapsed.

In the event the Championship Series Governing Committee holds a meeting to review a matter of discipline, the committee shall adhere to the guidelines approved by the OHF for such matters (as outlined under 14.6 – Protests).

14.6 
PROTESTS 
The Division Representative must present any protest or grievance resulting from any game in the round-robin series to the Championship Series Governing Committee Chair, in writing, within one hour of the conclusion of the game in question only.  All protests shall be dealt with by the Championship Series Governing Committee in accordance with the Protest/Discipline Procedure Guidelines (as below).

There shall be no protest on referee’s penalty calls.

There shall be no protest on the outcome of the Championship Game.

I. The Governing Committee

The composition of the Championship Series Governing Committee shall be:

Chairperson:
OHF Appointed Governing Chair

Members:
Appointed Division Representative from each participating team’s governing body (Host team excluded)

The Championship Series Governing Committee will be solely responsible for the conduct of the championships and will rule on all disciplinary and protest matters. 

Only the Chair of the Series Governing Committee shall make all press releases relating to disciplinary action and protest outcomes.

A written report of any disciplinary action shall be made to the President of the OHF and the President(s) of the Branch Member Partner(s) involved by the Chair of the Series Governing Committee within three (3) days of the completion of the Championship series.

II. Discipline Hearing/Protest Procedure

A. No member of the Series Governing Committee should be a part of the adjudicating process on disciplinary matters or protests in the event that one of the game officials directly or indirectly involved with an incident is an immediate family member.

B. Prior to the meeting of the Series Governing Committee on any disciplinary matter or protest, it is the responsibility of the Host Chairperson to supply the Chair of the Series Governing Committee with a copy of the Referee’s Report relative to the purpose for which the meeting is convened.

C. The game referee must be in attendance for the part of the meeting as required by the Series Governing Committee to answer any questions relative to his written report.

D. The coaching staff member and/or player is responsible for the purpose of the Committee meeting shall be similarly required to be in attendance for that part of the meeting as required by the Series Governing Committee.

E. The Series Governing Committee shall discuss and render a decision on any disciplinary issue and protest without the attendance of any non-Committee individuals.

F. Any suspensions shall be in accordance with current Hockey Canada and OHF Regulations and the approved OHF Minimum Suspension List for Minor Hockey.

It shall be the prerogative of the Series Governing Committee to determine the status/participation of any suspended individual(s) relative to attending the banquet, opening and closing ceremony and any other recognized official function during the OHF Championship event.

14.7 
GAME OFFICIALS
The Member Partner Office will appoint the most competent Officials available. The three (3) person system of officiating will be utilized.

The Host Centre will appoint an experienced timekeeper, scorekeeper for each game. Goal judges are not mandatory.

14.8 
PLAYER REGULATION

All players will have an 11:30 p.m. curfew unless participating in a game or receiving special permission from the Series Governing Committee Chair. 

14.9
PRE CHAMPIONSHIP MEETINGS

All Division Representatives, Coaches and Managers will attend this meeting in order to submit their approved roster sheet / player certificates (only originals will be accepted, no photocopies unless signed photocopy from divisions Executive Director). Players will sign in on form provided. At this time, a review of the rules and regulations will be discussed, and issues with sweater conflict will be resolved.  A draft agenda and items to discuss is attached.

14.9.1
Team Meeting

The Series Governing Chair, along with the Host Committee Chair, will conduct this meeting prior to the commencement of the competition (Thursday night). This meeting is to be held following the banquet in a private location to avoid interruption or distraction. It is suggested that a handout including the entire Championship Rules and Regulations and all pertinent information should be provided to all those attending. 

The Referee Supervisor assigned to the Championship shall be invited to the meeting and asked to speak briefly. Any concerns with the officiating must be handled through the team’s Division Representative.

The Host should ensure that all team management is notified of the meeting time and location in advance as attendance is mandatory. The meeting should cover the following:

· Warm-up Time and Procedure

· Home and Away jersey colours
	· Discipline and Protest procedures

· Opening Ceremonies

The meeting will conclude with the Division Representatives collecting and verifying all Hockey Canada Registration Certificates / Roster Sheet from the affiliated team.

Suggested Agenda

1. Introductions by the Host Committee Chair -- Series Governing Chair, Host Committee Members, Division Representatives, and Referee Supervisor.

2. Welcome address by Series Governing Chair.

3. Review by Host Committee Chair -- Transportation (if any), Hotel Accommodation, Meal Arrangements, Opening/Closing Ceremonies, Schedule and review of Game Format Notes, Accreditation, Skate Sharpening, Medical Information, and Other Items.

4. Review by Series Governing Chair -- Communication Channels of Division Representatives & Series Governing Chair, Rules & Regulations, Discipline Procedures, Status of Replaced Goalies (pursuant to Hockey Canada Guidelines), Officiating, Coin Toss, Jersey Selection, Warm-up Procedures, Collection of Registration Certificates, Player Curfew, Media/Public Relations, and Other Items.

5. Review by Referee Supervisor -- Introduce the Officials (if present at meeting), Review the Selection Process of Game Officials and Off-Ice-Officials, Outline Referee Expectations, Review Referee Assignments, After Game Feedback Sessions, and Other Items.

Team Official – Pre-Game 

One (1) official from each competing team is to go to the Tournament Office at the arena one (1) hour prior to game time to obtain the game sheet.  All teams are required to be in the arena at least one (1) hour prior to the scheduled starting time of their game.

14.10
PRE-GAME WARM-UP

Teams shall be provided with a five (5) minute on ice warm-up prior to the start of the game.  The time shall be shown on the official game clock and will commence at the sound of the buzzer, as instructed by the referee.  The host committee shall be responsible for providing warm-up pucks (approx. 50 per team).

14.11
LENGTH OF GAMES 

In the round robin series all game times will be three (3) fifteen (15) minute stop time periods with the ice to be resurfaced prior to the game and at the end of the second period for all divisions (Atom, PeeWee, Bantam, Midget and Juvenile).  In the Semi-Final and Championship game, all game times will be three (3) fifteen (15) minute stop time periods with the ice to be resurfaced prior to all games and at the end of the second period for Atom and PeeWee games and at the end of both the first and second periods for Bantam, Midget and Juvenile. Hockey Canada Overtime Regulation to apply re: floods in overtime.

IMPORTANT NOTE: No team shall be required to play a second game in a day without a break of at least three (3) hours from the completion of the previous game. If the conclusion of a game causes less than a 30 minute delay, the next game is to begin at the time noted on the game schedule.
TIES

In the event of a tie at the end of the round-robin series, for any position, the following procedure will be used to break the tie:

15. 1
If Two (2) Teams are tied in Round Robin Series
If two (2) teams are tied at the conclusion of a round robin series then the following procedure will be used to determine the final ranking before the semi-final and final games are played.  Process adopted from Hockey Canada – November 22, 2001.

A.1.  
The winner of the round-robin game between the two (2) tied teams gains the higher position.

A.2.  
The team with the most wins in the round robin gains the higher position. 

A.3.  
If the two (2) teams are still tied after A.1 and A.2. have been applied, then the team with the best goal average gains the higher position.  The goal average of a team is to be determined in the following manner:


Total number of goals for divided by the total number of goals (for and against).


NOTE: ALL round robin games are included



Example:
For = 10 goals





Against = 4 goals



Percentage:
10/10+4 = .714


NOTE: The higher percentage (1.0 being the highest attainable) gains the higher position

A.4.  
If the two (2) teams are still tied after A.1., A.2. and A.3. have been applied, the team with the least number of minutes in penalties throughout all of the round-robin games gains the higher position.

A.5. 
If the two (2) teams are still tied after A.1., A.2., A.3. and A.4. have been applied, then the team that scored the first goal in the game between the two (2) tied teams gains the higher position.

The OHF Board of Directors decided that the following time allotments would be regulated for OHF championship tie breakers only:
· Game Misconducts are worth ten (10) minutes 
· Misconducts are worth ten (10) minutes
· Match Penalties are worth fifteen (15) minutes 
· Gross Misconducts, are worth fifteen (15)minutes
A.6.  
If the two (2) teams are still tied after A.1., A.2., A.3., A.4., and A.5. have been applied, then a single coin toss will determine which team gains the higher position.

15.2 
If Three (3) Teams or more are Tied in Round Robin Series

NOTE: The three-team tiebreaker is used to determine the seeding of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd teams. If any step in the tiebreaker only seeds one team, that team assumes that position.  The three-team tiebreaker will continue to determine the seeding of the two remaining teams.  At no time will teams using this formula go back to the two-team tiebreaker. 

B.1
If three (3) teams or more are tied, the point record established in the games AMONG THE TIED TEAMS ONLY will be used as the first tie breaking formula in deciding which team(s) shall advance.

B.2.  
The team(s) with the most wins would gain the highest position.

B.3. 
If the teams are still tied after B.2 has been applied, then the team with the best goal average gains the highest position.  The goal average of a team is to be determined in the following manner:

Total number of goals for divided by the total number of goals (for and against).

NOTE: ALL round robin games are included.


Example:
For = 10 goals




Against = 4 goals


Percentage:
10/10+4 = .714

NOTE: The higher percentage (1.0 being the highest attainable) gains the higher position.

The exercise of B.3. establishes the team or teams with the highest position(s) by percentage.  These teams will advance.  If there are still teams tied, they go to the next step.  They do not go back to the Two-Team Tiebreaker.


EXAMPLE:



1)
Team A - .714 = 1 seed – Advances




Team B - .500 = 3 seed – Does not advance




Team C - .650 = 2 seed – Advances

2) Team A - .714 = 1 seed – Advances

Team B - .500 = Still tied with Team C (go to next step B.3.)

Team C - .500 = Still tied with Team B (go to next step B.3.)

3) Team A - .650 = Still tied with Team B (go to next step B.3.)

Team B - .650 = Still tied with Team A (go to next step B.3.)

Team C - .500 = Does not advance

B.4.  
If teams are still tied after B.1, B.2. and B.3., the team with the fewest goals against (all round robin games played) will gain the highest position.

B.5.  
If teams are still tied after B.1., B.2., B.3 and B.4. the team with the most goals for (all round robin games played) will gain the highest position.

B.6.  
If teams are still tied after B.1., B.2., B.3., B.4 and B.5. have been applied, the team to qualify would be the team that received the least number of penalties minutes throughout all round-robin games.

The OHF Board of Directors decided that the following time allotments would be regulated for OHF championship tie breakers only:
· Game Misconducts are worth ten (10) minutes 
· Misconducts are worth ten (10) minutes
· Match penalties are worth fifteen (15) minutes 
· Gross misconducts are worth fifteen (15) minutes
B.7.  
If the teams are still tied after B.1., B.2., B.3., B.4., B.5 and B.6. have been applied, a coin toss shall determine the winner.  In a three-team coin toss, the odd team gains the highest position.

15.3 
TIE IN SEMI – FINAL AND CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES
AS PER HC PLAYING RULES if at the end of regulation time the score is tied, the teams shall take a two minute rest at their benches and the following shall then apply:

1) If the referee feels it is necessary, they may order the ice to be cleaned at the end of the three regulation periods.

2) The teams shall not change ends.

3) The puck shall be faced off at centre ice and the play shall continue with a ten minute sudden victory overtime period.

4) If the score is still tied after the sudden victory ten minute period, the teams would take the normal between period break and return to play sudden victory periods, in accordance with the length of periods for that particular division. Teams are to change ends at the end of each overtime period.

Any overtime period shall be considered part of the game and all unexpired penalties shall remain in force.  If either team declines to play in the necessary overtime period or periods, the game shall be declared a loss for that team.

The Championship Series Governing Committee shall have the prerogative to render a decision under any emergency situation.

2010-2011 OHF Minimum Suspension List – Minor Hockey

The following are minimum suspensions that shall be imposed for infractions, which occur in all OHF exhibition, league, and play-off games, during the current playing season for Minor Hockey.  Note that these suspensions are over and above any imposed by Hockey Canada rules.
Notice re: Clarifications

These are minimum suspensions.  Additional suspensions will be imposed wherever conditions and circumstance warrant.

It is the responsibility of each team manager and / or coach to ensure their players sit out their appropriate suspensions.  When in doubt as to the relevant suspension, contact the association office.  If unable to contact the league office, sit player(s) in question out until clarification can be obtained.  These suspensions are in addition to game incurred.

Qualifying Teams
A total of five teams participate at each OHF Championship. These teams include the host team plus the champion team from the Alliance, GTHL, NOHA, and OMHA divisions. 

Note pertaining to Atom AAA and Juvenile: The NOHA does not send teams to the Atom AAA or the Juvenile Championships so therefore the fifth team is the team scheduled to host the age category the following year. As well, Alliance does not send a team to the Juvenile Championship and the same rule applies. 

Official Team Contingent
Each team contingent will consist of no more than 25 (31 for Juvenile) persons including the following:

· 19 players (25 for Juvenile) - 2 MUST be goaltenders

· 5 coaching staff (1 head coach, 2 assistants, 1 trainer, and 1 manager)

· 1 Member Partner Division Representative

Championship Series Governing Committee 

The OHF Governing Chair is the chair of this committee.  The other members of this committee include the Member Partner Division Representatives.  This Committee should meet each morning to discuss the progress of the Championship.  This committee is responsible for making all decisions on hockey operations and disciplinary matters. 

The Governing Chair has the authority to grant permission for a suspended player to participate in closing ceremonies.

The Division Representative is the official spokesperson for the affiliated team(s) (including players, trainers, coaches, managers) and is selected by their affiliated Member Partner.
